Chapter 261. NUISANCES

§ 261-3. Public nuisances affecting health.

The following acts, omissions, places, conditions and things are hereby specifically declared to
be public health nuisances, but such enumeration shall not be construed to exclude other
health nuisances coming within the definitions of § 261-2 of this chapter:

A. Adulterated food. All decayed, adulterated or unwholesome food or drink sold or offered
for sale to the public.

B. Unburied carcasses. Carcasses of animals, birds or fow! not intended for human
consumption or food which are not buried or otherwise disposed of in a sanitary manner
within 24 hours after death.

C. Breeding places for vermin. Accumulations of decayed animal or vegetable matter, trash,
rubbish, rotting lumber, bedding, packing material, scrap metal or any material whatsoever
in which flies, mosquitoes, disease-carrying insects, rats or other vermin may breed.

D. Stagnant water. All stagnant water in which mosquitoes, flies or other insects can multiply.
E. Privy vaults and garbage cans. Privy vaults and garbage cans which are not flytight.
F. Animals. All animals running at large.

G. Air pollution. The escape of smoke, soot, cinders, noxious acids, fumes, gases, fly ash or
industrial dust within the City limits or within one mile therefrom in such quantities as to
endanger the health of persons of ordmary sensibilities or to threaten or cause substantial
injury to property _________ e

J. Noxious odors. Any use of property, substances or things within the City emitting or causing
any foul, offensive, noisome, nauseous, noxious or disagreeable odors, gases, effluvia or
stenches repulsive to the physical senses of ordinary persons which annoy, discomfort,
injure or inconvenience the health of any appreciable number of persons within the City.

K. Street pollution. Any use of property which shall cause any nauseous or unwholesome
liquid or substance to flow into or upon any street, gutter, alley, sidewalk or public place
within the City.

L. Pesticide application. The application, or causing of the application, of any pesticide, as
defined in § 94.67(25), Wis. Stats., in such a manner as to endanger the health of persons
within the City.

RE: STREAMLINING THE PROPERTY MAINTENANCE INSPECTION ENFORCEMENT PROCESS
Chris,

Please implement the following steps relating to enforcement of Chapter 288 of the municipal code:

1. In addition to acting on submitted citizen complaints, dedicate one-hour per week to patrolling the City of
Waterloo, in a uniform and community-wide basis, to identify property maintenance violations. Given the
limited time available prioritize violations that may involve the potential for injury to persons first followed by
violations involving blighting influences or dilapidated property. Focus on concerns pertaining to personal
safety or significant blight.

2. If a property owner remains in full non-compliance after you have issued a notice of non-compliance via
certified letter and the time for compliance stated in the letter has expired, you are directed to work through the
Police Department to issue a citation or citations as allowed for in the municipal code.

3. If a property owner demonstrates partial compliance after you have issued a notice of non-compliance via
certified letter and the time for compliance stated in the letter has expired, you are authorized to communicate
back to the property owner via certified letter, acknowledging the partial compliance and further authorized to
extend the time for compliance as you deem reasonable. This second letter is to also clearly state the amount
of time for the property owner to demonstrate full compliance. If the property owner fails to fully comply in the
allotted time, you are directed to work though the Police Department to issue a citation or citations as allowed
for in the municipal code.

4. In the event that citations are paid in full but a satisfactory level of compliance is not met, an additional
citation is to be issued. If this citation is paid in full, but yet, a satisfactory level of compliance is not met by the
property owner, you are directed to work through the Police Department and contact an attorney under
contract with the city to seek legal action to compel compliance.
